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New Elderly Community Serves Residents of Newport News

Join us for a Dedication Ceremony
Newport News, Virginia – On Thursday, April 6 at 11:00 a.m. Community Housing Partners (CHP) and Holy Tabernacle Housing and Economic Development Corporation (HTHEDC) will host a dedication ceremony to celebrate a new elderly residential community in Newport News.  

Held at 15315 Community Lane, City of Newport News officials will join with local and national partners and funding agents, as well as the residents of Checed Warwick to commemorate the new 48-unit apartment community for elderly persons earning 60% or less of the area’s median income.  Speakers include Newport News Mayor Joe Frank, Chris Hilbert, Development Officer of the Virginia Housing Development Authority, and Mary Drummond, a current resident of Checed Warwick.  Following the dedication will be a tour of the property and light refreshments.
According to the City of Newport News Economic Development Authority, the estimated 2004 median household income is $42,552.  Completed in December 2005, Checed Warwick consists of 8 units for persons earning 60% of the area median income; 20 2-bedroom and 15 1-bedroom units for persons earning 50% of the area median income; and 2 2-bedroom units and 3 1-bedroom units for persons earning 40% of the area median income.  All units include energy efficient insulation and windows, as well as Energy Star appliances.  The property includes a fire sprinkler system throughout the complex, full handicapped accessibility, and the latest life safety technology.  Additional amenities include a community room, library, exercise room, and laundry center.  Community Housing Partners facilitates property management and the Holy Tabernacle Church of Deliverance is in the process of bringing resident services to people of Checed Warwick.  The apartments were fully leased by the end of March 2006, indicating a strong need for this product.
